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= Informing (I know, you don’t). Ne = Agreeing (We both know).
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JAPANESE PARTICLES: VO vs. NE
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YO 1s used for new information or NE is used for shared knowledge or
giving an opinion (Speaker-focused). seeking agreement (Listener-focused).
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e A: BHHIE NTI & (It will rain! - Telling you)
Example A: BARIE ST9 & (It will rain! - Telling you)
e B: BHH(Z fRCTY ne (It will rain, huh? - Agreeing while looking at clouds)

These particles are the glue that connects the sentence to the listener.
